The Department of Political Science, Faculty Forum, and National Service Scheme (NSS) of TRR

Government Degree College, Kandukur, organized a thought-provoking and insightful public talk on the

ongoing Israel and Palestine war and crisis. The event took place on the 15th of October, 2023, and

featured a distinguished panel of speakers.

The chief speaker for the event was the college's Principal, Dr. M. Ravi Kumar, who provided a

broad overview of the historical context, current situation, and potential implications of the

Israel-Palestine conflict. Dr. Kumar's expertise in political science and his engaging presentation style

captured the attention of the audience. The event also included lectures and discussions by various

faculty members: Sri Kotapati Naresh Raja, Lecturer in Political Science, offered a comprehensive

analysis of the humanitarian crisis during war times.. Sri D. Ramanjaneyulu, Lecturer in History, provided

a historical perspective on the Israel-Palestine conflict, highlighting key events and their impact on the

present situation. Sri K. Srinivasulu, Lecturer in Commerce, discussed the economic aspects of the

conflict, focusing on how it affects the livelihoods and economies of both nations. Sri P. Rajgoopal Babu,

Lecturer in English, emphasised the importance of communication and dialogue in resolving conflicts and

fostering peace in the region. Sri Ch. Shankara Rao, Lecturer in Economics, discussed the economic

implications of the conflict, including international aid and development efforts in the region.

College, Kandukur, organized a seminar on "Nobel Awards-2023 - An Analysis" on October 16, 2023. The

seminar was held in the college auditorium and was attended by the honourable Principal, all the

teaching and non-teaching staff, and students.

Chief Speakers

The chief speakers for the seminar were renowned experts in their respective fields:

➔ Dr. Thirupathi Swamy, Nobel Laureates in Physiology or Medicine

➔ Dr. N. Srihari, Nobel Laureates in Physics

➔ Dr. Kamala Babu, Nobel Laureates in Chemistry

➔ Dr. P. Rajagopal Babu, Nobel Laureate in Literature

➔ Sri. Kotapati Naresh Raja, Nobel Laureate in Peace

➔ Dr. Ch. Shankara Rao, Nobel Laureate in Economics

The seminar began with a welcome address by the honourable Principal of the college. He

commended the organisers for hosting the seminar and thanked the chief speakers for their willingness

to share their knowledge and expertise with the audience. The chief speakers then took turns delivering

their presentations on the Nobel Awards in their respective fields. They discussed the significance of the

awards, the contributions of the laureates, and the implications of their work for society.

Dr. Thirupathi Swamy spoke about the Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine, which was awarded

to Katalin Karikó and Drew Weissman for their discoveries concerning nucleoside base modifications that
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enabled the development of effective mRNA vaccines against COVID-19. He explained the importance of

mRNA vaccines and highlighted the impact of Karikó and Weissman's work on the global response to the

COVID-19 pandemic.

Dr. N. Srihari spoke about the Nobel Prize in Physics, which was awarded to Alain Aspect, John F.

Clauser, and Anton Zeilinger for their experiments with entangled photons, establishing the violation of

Bell inequalities and pioneering quantum information science. He discussed the implications of their

work for the development of quantum technologies, such as quantum computers and quantum

cryptography.

Dr. Kamala Babu spoke about the Nobel Prize in Chemistry, which was awarded to Barry Sharpless,

Carolyn Bertozzi, and Morten Meldal for the development of click chemistry and bioorthogonal chemistry.

He explained the significance of click chemistry and bioorthogonal chemistry for drug discovery,

materials science, and other fields.

Dr. P. Rajagopal Babu spoke about the Nobel Prize in Literature, which was awarded to Annie

Ernaux for the courage and clinical acuity with which she uncovers the personal roots, estrangements

and constraints of collective memory. He discussed Ernaux's work and its significance for contemporary

literature.

Sri. Kotapati Naresh Raja spoke about the Nobel Peace Prize, which was awarded to Ales

Bialiatski, Memorial, and the Center for Civil Liberties for their efforts to promote human rights,

democracy, and civil society in Belarus, Russia, and Ukraine. He discussed the importance of their work

and the challenges they face.

Dr. Ch. Shankara Rao spoke about the Nobel Prize in Economics, which was awarded to Ben S.

Bernanke, Douglas W. Diamond, and Philip H. Dybvig for their research on banks and financial crises. He

explained the significance of their work and its implications for economic policy.

Conclusion

The seminar concluded with a vote of thanks by the Head of the Department of Political Science.

He thanked the chief speakers for their insightful presentations and the audience for their participation.

The seminar on "Nobel Awards-2023 - An Analysis" was a valuable event that provided students and staff
